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430 Main Project Dealt Environmental  

Setback at Board of Supervisors  

and What Does it all Mean?  

 

On Tuesday, October 20, 2009, the San Francisco Board of Supervisors re-

versed the Exemption from Further Environmental Review that the Planning 

Commission had granted to the 430 Main project in April of this year.  The 

Board of Supervisors found that additional environmental review and studies 

are required.  The Board has directed that three areas be analyzed that could 

have potentially significant environmental impacts. 

 

(1.) The potential air quality impacts on-site for the Project caused by concen-

trations of PM2.5. 

(2.) The potential impacts of the Project on BayCrest with regard to PM2.5 

combined with the Projectõs wind impacts on BayCrest. 

(3.) The Projectõs greenhouse gas effects and relative contribution to Califor-

niaõs cumulative greenhouse gas effects.

The 430 Main Project can now be considered a proposed project pending envi-

ronmental review and approvals.  New environmental testing will take place as 

detailed in the findings by the Board of Supervisors.  This environmental work 

will take from 4 to 6 months to complete.  During this time, the public will be 

able to comment on the findings and appeal the findings to the Planning Com-

mission and/or the Board of Supervisors.

It is unknown at this time what will be proposed.  The 430 Main Proposed Project:  

Could continue to look like the 2009 Proposed Project 

Could be revised with new Building Massing and Scope 

Developer could wait for any length of time before proposing a new project. (Months or Years 

Developer could immediately come forward with a new version or re-propose the prior 2009 project. 

 

Once environmental review and findings are completed and certified, the project will need to get project 

approval at the Planning Commission.  Any decision by the Planning Commission can be appealed. 

 

At any time during the process described above, the project sponsor could reach out to the community 

for their input and consultation on the design, size and placement of the project.  If an agreement is 

reached between the parties, the above process can be expedited. 

 

All of the above remains to be seen and played out over the next several months.
